Reorganization of the Trade Inspection authority 

with the day of 31 December 2008the office of the Chief Inspector of the Trade Inspection Authority was abolished. Simultaneously a chief Inspectorate of the rade Inspection Authority was closed down. 

A President of the Office of the Competition and Consumer Protection (the OCCP) - previous superior of the TIA 's Chief Inspector  took over tasks in the field of that body's jurisdiction . 

On the local level duties of the Inspection are carried out  by a provincial governor with the help of the regional inspector of the trade inspection service, installed  on the basis of the joined local government administration . 

The reform of  the Trade Inspection authority in its layouts is supposed to simplify both streamlining structure and to qualify the supervision of the market for simplifying. Closedown of the go-between for the President of the OCCP and regional inspectorates opens a window of the opportunity both for faster transfer of supervisory objectives and the efficient cooperation between local inspectorates and the main office. 

Especially the idea of the reform is to influence on the system of the of consumer protection in the scope of product safety. The elimination of the indirect rung certainly will streamline usage of data transmitted within the Community system for the rapid exchange of information on dangers arising from the use of consumer products - RAPEX.

At the same time it should mentioned that in the scope of mediation run by local inspectorates with respect to cross-border disputes settlement, the European Consumer Centre in Poland  will be getting in touch directly with relevant local inspectorates, having a coverage over the place of conducting activities by an entrepreneur.
